· Our physical fitness program supplements the school PE program. 

· We stress academic excellence and provide intervention when needed. 

2. NJROTC is not  a recruiting arm of the military, but it does give students military career connections if desired:

· Advanced standing for military academy admission. 
· Advanced standing for ROTC scholarships. 
· Advanced rank if enlisting directly after HS (approx. $300 extra per mo).
3. Annual Events. During a typical school year we complete:
· 50 + color guards, parades, school and community events
· Drill and field competitions
· Military installation visits
· Leadership camps
· Military Ball 
· An annual awards ceremony 
·  Numerous voluntary weekend and summer events
· 30+ hours community service hours per cadet per year is the average
4. Eagle NJROTC:
· Is a formal leadership class – elective credit
· Is mentally and physically demanding (but in a fun way)
· Looks great on college applications and their resume
