CIRCULATION POLICY
1. BOOKS: 

· Students must have an SHS ID card to check out books. There are no exceptions.

· Students may have five (5) books checked out in their name at a time. 

· Most books circulate for three weeks. They may be renewed for an additional three weeks. Books must be returned to the library to be renewed.  

2. OVERDUE BOOKS: 

· An overdue book will prevent a student from checking out any other materials. 

· The student will not be allowed to participate in activities including sports and dances until overdue materials have been returned or paid for the lost material's replacement.
